APPROVAL OF October 21st, 2010 MEETING MINUTES

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

The following unfinished business was addressed and actions listed:
· Tentative Agendas – Consideration of additions and deletions to tentative agenda and approval of Final agenda for meeting.  Motion by Commissioner Phillips and Commissioner Waters.  Motion carried unanimously.
· Update on Audit – Angel Hamilton is working on it.  She is currently waiting for information from Chris Skinner.
· Update on Hose Testing – Chief Blackwell stated testing was almost done but needed additional sections of 2.5” hose (3 sections) and 1.75” (4 sections).  Motion to approve Chief ordering these sections made by Commissioner Kyle, seconded by Commissioner Phillips.  Motion carried unanimously.  Commission Board asked that hose testing be completed each year during September and October.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORTS

· Financial Report

· Ken Everham did a Power point presentation for citizens from January ’09 to present.  It showed the FD is currently not borrowing any money, has paid off the line of credit, and is still able to pay the bills.  He feels the FD and board are moving in the right direction and should continue as such.

4. NEW BUSINESS
· New By-Laws – Adoption of Restated and Amended By-Laws and Rules of Procedure.  Motion made by Commissioner Phillips, seconded by Commissioner Kyle.  Motion carried unanimously.
· FOIA – Consideration of FOIA recipient (Vice-Chairman) and approval of FOIA request forms and the fees and procedure set forth thereon (copy of FOIA form attached).  The first complete copy of incident report is free, 20 cents per page thereafter, $5.00 clerical if archived and researched.  The $25 administration fee for incident reports is hereby abolished.  Motion made by Commissioner Phillips, seconded by Commissioner Waters.  Motion carried unanimously.


5. CITIZENS AGENDA
· Sherry Tate – Mrs. Tate started out saying she would personally like to apologize to the Commissioner’s especially Commissioner Waters, in reference to verbal attacks made against them.  She felt she had been misled and lied to by some of the people in the community and thought they were stating facts when actually, they were not.  She also stated that she had talked with each commissioner, either personally, or on the phone in reference to the FD and was satisfied they, as a whole, had the FD and the community’s best interest in mind.
She also stated that when it got out that she was asking questions, she and her family had started receiving threats against their well-being.  She said this was done by some people who have opposed the commissioners. 
Mrs. Tate said the community should put themselves in the commissioner’s spot.  The citizens against them were just waiting for the commissioners to say or do something wrong and make a mistake, so they could attack them.

Mrs. Tate ended by saying the community had failed the board by not having it mandatory to go to FOIA classes. Also to back off and let the Commission Board do their job.

· Brenda Ledford – Mrs. Ledford had several questions, all for Commissioner Jackson.  1st – Had he ever seen the community divided so?  Commissioner Jackson responded “No”.  2nd – Had any board had as much trouble as this board did?  Commissioner Jackson responded “No”.  Mrs. Ledford responded that the morale of the FD personnel was at an all time low.

· Mary-Lu Elias – Mrs. Elias stated that since the holiday season was approaching, she felt it necessary  for citizens to clean up their roadways around their homes and to bring the aluminum cans to the FD for recycling.  She asked for volunteers.
